HEAD LICE REMINDER


.  Please monitor your child at home for signs of head lice throughout the year.  Signs to look for include:
· Itchy scalp

· Red and irritated skin at the nape of the neck

· Tiny, pearlized eggs stuck to the hair shaft very close to the scalp

· Small, brown wingless bugs (they are very fast and hide well)


Lice cannot jump, do not come from pets, and must be treated with a lice-killing shampoo.  Please refer to pages 42-45 in your WAEC Student Handbook for more information.
